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CHAPTER 4

ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

ELIGIBILITY TO APPEAR IN NSSNET-2025

. A candidate should be between 10 and 12 years as on 315t March 2025 for admission
to Class VI, i.e. he/she should have been born between 015t April, 2013 and 31t
March, 2015 (both days inclusive) for admission to the academic year 2025-26 and

) For Class VII, a candidate should be between 11 and 13 years as on 315t March 2025
for admission to Class VII, i.e. he/she should have been born between 015t April, 2012
and 313t March, 2014 (both days inclusive) for admission to the academic year 2025-
26

o Applicant should have passed in Class V / VI Annual examinations as on 31.03.2025
for admission in class VI and VIl respectively from a recognized School.

PASSING MARKS FOR ADMISSION

. A candidate is eligible for admission to the Navayug School, Sarojini Nagar, if
he/ she secures a minimum of 65% i.e. 78 marks in the aggregate with the
condition that candidate should obtain at least 50% marks in each subject in
NSSNET-2025 for admission in class VI or VII.

o However, the condition of minimum marks can be reviewed by NSES if a need
So arises.
. Admission will be based on the merit prepared on the basis of the marks obtained in

NSSNET 2025, medical fitness and verification of requisite documents.

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CHAPTER 5
FACILITY FOR PWD CANDIDATES

Provisions relating to Persons with Disability (PwD):

«  As per Section 2(t) of the RPwD Act, “Persons with Disability (PwD)” means a person
with long-term physical, mental, intellectual, or sensory impairment which, in
interaction with barriers, hinders his full and effective participation in society equally

with others.

« According to Section 2(r) of the RPwD Act, 2016, “persons with benchmark
disabilities” means a person with not less than forty percent (40%) of a specified
disability where specified disability has not been defined in measurable terms and
includes a person with disability where specified disability has been defined in
measurable terms, as certified by the certifying authority.

< The “specified disabilities”, which are included in the Schedule of the RPwD Act, are

as follows:

Facilities for PwD Candidates to Appear in the Exam:

As per the guidelines issued by the Department of Empowerment of Persons with Disabilities
(Divyangjan) under Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment issued from time to time on the
subject: “Written Examination for Persons with Benchmark Disabilities”, A candidate with one
of the benchmark disabilities [as defined in Section 2(r) of RPwD Act, 2016], holding a
Disability Certificate in the format prescribed in Annexure-lll, is entitled to the following

facilities:

«  Scribe shall be given, if so desired by a person with benchmark disabilities in the
category of blindness, locomotor disability (Both Arms affected-BA) and cerebral palsy.

% The facility of Scribe, in case he/she has a physical limitation and a scribe is essential

to write the examination on his/her behalf, being so certified in the aforesaid format by

13
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a CMO/Civil Surgeon/ Medical Superintendent of a Government Health Care
Institution, will be provided.

Compensatory time of not less than 20 minutes per hour of examination will be
provided. If the examination is of 03 hours duration, the compensatory time shall
be 01 hour. In case the duration of the examination is less or more than 03 hours,
the compensatory time shall be on pro rata basis.

The compensatory time will be given to a candidate with benchmark disabilities,
whether such candidate uses the facility of Scribe or not. Services of a Scribe As
per the office memorandum of the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment
(Reference: F. No. 34-02/2015-DD-Ill dated August 29, 2018), the PwD
candidates who are visually impaired OR dyslexic (severe) OR have a disability
in the upper limbs OR have lost fingers/hands thereby preventing them from
properly operating the Computer Based Test platform may avail the services of a
scribe (amanuensis).

The scribe will help the Candidate in reading the questions and/or keying in the
answers as per the directions of the Candidate.

A scribe will NEITHER explain the questions NOR suggest any solutions. PwBD
candidates who desire to avail the services of a scribe need to opt for this during
the online registration.

A copy of the PwBD certificate must be uploaded at the time of online registration.
The formats for the PwBD certificate are given in Annexure-lll.

It is to be noted that the Scribe will be provided by the National Testing
Agency. However, the candidate is also permitted to bring his/her own
scribe (Annexure-IV), if he/she so chooses.

If it is found at any stage that a candidate has availed the services of a scribe
and/or availed the compensatory time, but does not possess the extent of
disability that warrants the use of a scribe and/or grant of compensatory time, the
candidate will be excluded from the process of evaluation, ranking, counseling,
and admission. In case such a candidate has already been admitted to any
Institution, the admission of the candidate will be cancelled. Candidates are
advised to go through the Public Notice No. NTA/Exam/PwD/Scribe/2022 dated
11.09.2022 on the NTA website www.nta.ac.in in this regard.

Facilities for PwD candidates who have less than 40% disability and have a
limitation in writing and a scribe is essential to write the exam on his/her behalf:

A PwD candidate with less than 40% disability and has a limitation in writing and
a scribe is essential to write the exam on his/her behalf, being so certified in the
prescribed format (Annexure-V) by a CMO/Civil Surgeon/ Medical
Superintendent of a Govt. Health Care Institution will be provided a scribe by NTA.
He is required to state his requirements in his application form. He/she is also
permitted to bringhis/her own Scribe along with an undertaking in the format
given at Annexure-VI.

The Candidate cannot change the category or sub-category (PwD status) after the
submission of the Online Application Form, and in any case, no change will be
entertained by NTA after the declaration of scores. Therefore, the candidates are
advised to fill the category / sub-category column very carefully.

CHAPTER 6

STEPS IN FILLING UP THE EXAMINATION FORM

HOW TO APPLY FOR NSSNET-2025

A candidate can apply for NSSNET-2025, online only at https://exams.nta.ac.in/NSSNET/.

Candidates are advised to:

Read the Information Bulletin carefully and ensure that they fulfill the eligibility
requirements before applying.

Keep all required information such as scanned documents of photographs, signature,
birth certificate issued by the Municipal Committee/Board/Corporation or Registrar of
Births and Death or transfer certificate, caste certificates, ID proof, mobile phones for
getting OTPs, etc. before applying online so that the relevant document can be
promptly uploaded.

Step I: Registration Page

Candidate’s Name/Mother's Name/Father's Name as in the school records. Date of
Birth in dd/mm/yyyy format as recorded in date of birth certificate/school records.

Identification Type: Candidates need to provide any one of the following identity

details:

e Aadhaar Card / any other Photo ID Card issued by any Govt. Authority or a letter
with Photograph and Signature of the Candidate attested by the Principal of the
School where the candidate is studying.

Mobile Number and e-mail Address: Candidates must provide Mobile Number or
email address (their own or that of their parents).

Provide complete postal address with PIN Code (Correspondence and Permanent
address) for further correspondence.

Step Il: Fill in the complete Application Form

The application particulars entered in Step-l can be edited before final submission of the
Application Form except Mobile No. and Email address, which will not be changed after final
submit of Application form.

Photograph
should not be with cap or goggles. The focus needs to be on face (80% face coverage,
ears clearly visible, on white background)

* Spectacles are allowed only if being used regularly.
* Polaroid and Computer-generated photos are not acceptable.

* Applications not complying with these instructions or with unclear photographs are
liable to be rejected.

* Application without photographs shall be rejected.

+ The photographs need not be attested. Candidates are advised to keep 6 to 8
passport size and colour photographs with white background.

+ Candidates may note that if the photographs uploaded are found to be fabricated or
defaced or seem to be hand-made or computer made etc., the application of the
Candidate will be rejected and the same will be considered as using Unfair Means

The candidature is liable to be rejected if the candidate
fails to produce the requisite documents or if the candidate is not able to furnish the
requisite documents which corroborates with the details given in the online application
form.

+ Candidates are advised to maintain secrecy regarding their application number
and password so as to prevent change of profile or data filled by them by other
unauthorized persons.

INFORMATION FOR PARENTS/GUARDIANS

INFORMATION FOR PARENTS/GUARDIANS

It is expected that parents/guardians will guide their wards appropriately on the following
issues before leaving home for appearing in NSSNET-2025.

Candidates should avoid coming with more than one escort (parent/ guardian). Escorts shall
remain outside the gate during the conduct of the examination.

Candidate will not be allowed to enter the exam centre after 10.30 AM. Therefore, the

ADMIT CARD

9.1 ADMIT CARD

The Admit Card is issued provisionally to the candidates, subject to the fulfilment of the eligibility
conditions.

Admit card will be uploaded on the NTA website https://exams.nta.ac.in/NSSNET/ ,
https://www.nta.ac.in 04 — 6 days prior to the date of the exam.

The candidate has to download the Admit Card from the NTA website using their application number
and date of birth and appear for the Examination at the given Centre on Date and Timing as indicated
in his/her Admit Card.

CHAPTER 11

USE OF UNFAIR MEANS/MALPRACTICE

Use of unfair means or malpractice allows a candidate to gain an undue advantage over other
candidates. It includes, but is not limited to:

Assisting other candidates to engage in malpractices, giving or receiving assistance of any
kind, directly or indirectly or attempting to do so;

Writing questions or answers on any material other than on the OMR answer sheet given by
the Centre Superintendent for writing answers;

Tearing of answer sheet, any page of the exam booklet etc.;

Contacting or communicating or trying to do so with any person, other than the Examination
Staff, during the examination time in the Examination Centre;

Taking away the answer sheet out of the examination hall/room;
Smuggling out answer sheet or part thereof;

Threatening any of the officials connected with the conduct of the examination or threatening
any of the candidates or using violence against anyone;

Using or attempting to use any other undesirable method or means in connection with the
examination;

Use or attempted use of any electronic device after entering the Examination Centre;

Providing incorrect information on the answer sheet;

Making fake claims by manipulating the responses in OMR sheet uploaded on website for
challenge before or after declaration of result.
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s) Creating obstacles in smooth and fair conduct of examination or creating disturbance to
others inside the examination hall / room / centre.

t) Making an approach or attempting to influence the outcome of the result after the
examination.
u) Any other malpractice declared as unfair means by the NTA.

11.2 PUNISHMENT FOR USING UNFAIR MEANS/MALPRACTICE

During the course of, before or after the examination if a candidate indulges in any of the above or
similar incident, he/she shall be deemed to have used unfair practices and booked under
UNFAIRMEANS (UFM) case. The candidate would be debarred for 3 years in future and shall also
be liable for criminal action and/or any other action as deemed fit.

11.3 CANCELLATION OF RESULT

a) The result of NSSNET-2025 of the candidates who indulge in Unfair Means/
Malpractice will be cancelled and will not be declared.
